Below are some safety tips to help the public avoid becoming a victim.

Citizens:
Pay with cash when purchasing gas if possible.

If you pay with a debit or credit card, please pay inside the store with the clerk.

Monitor your bank activity and financial statements.

If you notice unauthorized transactions on your financial statements or with your bank account, contact your bank immediately then file a police report if necessary.

Businesses:

Monitor and routinely check your gas pumps for any suspicious devices.

Monitor suspicious activity or people at your gas pumps and contact the police department to report it.
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
